TOURNAMENT CONDITIONS

1.
Registered members of the Southern Table Tennis are eligible to enter this Tournament.

2.
Entries will only be accepted on the enclosed official form.

3.
Entries must reach Mrs. B James by Thursday 10th July 2014.  Entries may be lodged at the canteen, posted to 14 Ranger Street, HALLETT COVE, 5158 or by e-mail to stta2@southerntabletennis.org.au by this date

4.
All entries are subject to the approval of the Tournament Committee.

5.
A player may play in the Special Singles Event corresponding to their ranking at the start of the Winter Season (see below), and any one higher grade Special Singles Event.  
6.
All events except Event 7 are open to players of either gender.

7.
Players may only enter a maximum of 2 events on each night.

8.
If you do not have a partner for the doubles event, nominate "partner required" on the Entry Form and the organisers will endeavour to find you one.

9.
Any players not ready to play within 5 minutes of being called will be disqualified from that event.

10.
The Tournament Committee reserves the right to cancel any event if insufficient entries are received. The Tournament Committee reserves the right to not award a runner-up trophy for events with less than 8 entries. All decisions of the Tournament Committee are final.

11.
All events will be the best of five games of 11 points.

12.
All players will be required to umpire.

13.
Winners must bring the score sheet back to the control desk at the end of the match.

14.
No claim whatsoever will be recognised should any player receive any injury during participation in the Tournament.

15.
Trophies and Prizes for all Events will be presented on the day.  

16.
It is the player's responsibility to be aware of the event's timetable.

17.
Players must report to the control desk on arrival.

18.
Age Events: Players are eligible for 'over age' events if they are that age or over before the end of the current calendar year. Players are eligible for 'under age' events if they are under that age at the end of the preceding calendar year. 

	
	
	

	
	
	


EXPLANATORY NOTES
All singles events will be played such that every player will play at least two matches.  The methods of doing this will be:-

(1)
Round Robins

(2)
A combination of Round Robins and normal draw, with the winners of the Round Robins going into a draw.

The choice of method will be governed by the number of entries.

The aim of the above exercise is to guarantee at least two matches in each event.

Doubles events will be either Round Robins or straight knockouts depending on the number of entries.

Special Singles Events

Due to the way in which we structure the competition according to which players are available on which night and involving anything from 3 to 5 person teams the division number in which you happen to be playing is meaningless in relation to your ranking within our club. In order to provide some consistency we have decided to group players into one of 5 divisions according to their ranking points at the beginning of the winter season. The groups are 
 Division 1 - players ranked 1100pts and above

 Division 2 - players ranked 800 to 1099

 Division 3 - players ranked 600 to 799

 Division 4 - players ranked 400 to 599

 Division 5 - players ranked 0 to 399 
There is a list of Player Rankings at the start of the Winter Season on the notice board at the Centre.

If you are unsure of your ranking, just indicate on the entry form that you wish to play in the appropriate Special Singles Event and we will put you in the right event.
